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Explanatory Notes

This site brings together two major sources of information about the Armenian and English
languages. Acharyan's Updunnuljutt funwpwt Armatakan Bararan and the American Heritage
DictionaryL, with its extensive glossary of standardized Proto-Indo-European ("PIE") roots and

English cognates (3 edition on line at www.bartelby.com). While there are a number of new

etymologies, most of the etymologies are compiled or adapted from these sources.

Because Armenian and English are distantly related languages, you may recognize similarities
between Armenian and English words. Words related in this way are referred to ascognates.
Cognates can be a useful way to learn vocabulary and appreciate the nuances of meaning that a
particular culture gives a particular word. Thus, this site can be used by Armenian speakers to
expand their English vocabulary, and by English-speakers to expand their Armenian vocabulary.

Method of Selection for this Site

The roughly 1100 Armenian roots included in this Armenian Etymology site are a subset of the words
for which there are known etymologies. The words in this subset were selected because they also
have an English cognate, often common, sometimes obscure, usually native English, but often
borrowed from Greek, Latin and even Iranian2 and Sanskrit. Because the aim was to help English
speakers find linguistic connections with Armenian and Armenian speakers find linguistic
connections with English, some solid etymologies were of necessity omitted from this site. A
separate appendix of such etymologies can be found under Extras.

Some practical tips

If the words in English and Armenian were identical, then Armenian and English would be very
nearly the same language, which obviously, they are not. Instead, the words in Armenian and
English are different, yet related both as to sound and meaning. In order to unlock the connections
between these languages as an aid to expanding one's vocabulary, one needs to get used to
stretching both the sound and meaning of the words.
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For example, food, pasture, pastor, hug hats 'bread’, hni/p1 hoviv pastor’ wuilihp panir
'cheese’, wwpwmwwili pashpan 'defender' wjuihky pahel 'keeper' are all from the same root PIE

root *pa- 'protect, feed'.

Take some time to figure out the sound and meaning correspondences among these words.
Sometimes we need to take some poetic license with meaning to make the leap from the meaning of
the word in one language to the meaning in the other. This is a good exercise for limbering up and
fine-tuning your linguistic perception and analytic abilities. Once you get the hang of it, you will
begin to discover these connections on your own or at least readily recognize them.

Using this site to learn words.

1. Find a word in Armenian that you know and try to guess the related word(s) (cognate) in
English (or vice versa).

2. Try to figure out the change in sound and meaning for each such pair.

3. Look up related words in the dictionary (e.g., American Heritage Dictionary) via the Indo-
European Root.

4. Keep track of the sound correspondences. See if you can find a pattern.

For example:

hwg 1. Askyourself - what sounds in English usually correspond to h in Armenian? p/f (five
pente hhuq).

2. What does hwig mean? Bread or food. Look at the IE root *pa- how does protection relate
to feeding? pasture to food? pastor?

3. Look up the IE root *pa- see all the Armenian and English words related to that root? What
related meanings do they all have? What related sounds to they have?



While the connections or correspondence between these words can be extracted from a careful and
systematic comparison of the words in this list and other words, it is often helpful to have some
pointers on the more common relationships as well as those that are more difficult to discern:

The Armenian Language is distantly related to English. For this reason, you may recognize certain
Armenian words (or parts of Armenian words) based on your knowledge of English. These related
words are called cognates. Cognates usually have similar consonants, or the consonants exhibit a
regular correspondence, e.g., hwjn hayr, father, paternal, hug hats,food, pasture. Armenian often
loses letters, as in [h Ii full plenty, and Gpbip yerek three, and sometimes sounds change quite
dramatically and uniquely, as in 8UnLun. dznunt kingeneration, SwlUop dzanot know

prognosis, UG& medz, mega, or pwngp kaghtsr sweet, or pnjn kuyr sister sorority. Recognizing
cognates can accelerate your mastery of Armenian or any foreign language. The chart above shows
many of the most common sound correspondences between Armenian and other Indo-European
Languages.

Over a century ago linguists established that the Armenian language is a separate branch of the
Indo-European language family.2! Armenian, English, French, Russian, Greek, Albanian, Hindi, Farsi,
and a hundred or more other languages exhibit striking correspondences in their sound systems,
vocabulary and grammar. Statistically, those correspondences could not be random; they could
have resulted only if these languages came from a common source.® Linguists have adopted the
metaphor of a language family for languages so related, calling that common, reconstructed source
from which these languages descended, Proto-Indo-European.s!

That languages develop this way is evident from the historical record of such languages as
French, Spanish, Italian, Romanian, and Portuguese. These are relatively new offshoots of the
Romance branch of the Indo-European family. Their similarities in vocabulary, sounds, and grammar
show that they derived from dialects of Latin during the centuries after the break-up of the Roman
Empire (AD 500-1000).

Similarly, linguists theorize that some 5000-9000 years ago, before recorded history, the
Proto-Indo-European language splintered into dialects, one of which was Armenian. Armenian is
nearly unique among the Indo-European languages in that Armenian is a separate branch of the
Indo-European language family, unlike French and Spanish, which have a common intermediate
source. Its immediate source is Proto-Indo-European itself. The Armenian language dates to the
early period of Indo-European differentiation and dispersion some 5000 years ago, or perhaps as
early as 7,800 years ago according to some recent research, that eventually spread Indo-European
speakers throughout Eurasia from Iceland to India.

This fact about the genesis of the Armenian language is consistent with several competing
theories of the genesis of the Proto-Indo-European language family and its earliest speakers.Z Just
where the Indo-Europeans first lived has been the object of lively scholarly debate. Many scholars
place the Indo-European homeland in the Armenian Highlands and the plateau of Asia Minor to the
southwest.2l Others believe that it was in Eastern Europe or southern Russia.ll2 Recent research
suggests that the original homeland of the Indo-Europeans was near the Armenian Highlands (which
is supported by the spread of agriculture from Mesopotamia westward to the Balkans) and that a
later dispersion of the Indo-Europeans took place from southern Russia in connection with the
development of horse and ox-driven transportation.iil

By 1786, Sir William Jones noted before the Asiatick Society in Calcutta, that the Indic
languages bore striking similarities to the ancient languages of Greece and Rome and to the German
and English languages that could best be explained by a common origin.2

Scientific understanding of the relationship between languages and the hypothesis of a proto-
language outpaced archeological findings and theories of pre-history. The proto-language was a
necessary (if unattested) construct, but who the speakers of this proto-language were and where
they lived could not be solved by the logic of linguistic relations alone. Moreover, important pieces
of information, such as the discovery and decipherment of the oldest Indo-European inscriptions,
the Hittite inscriptions, were not available when the first theories of the Proto-Indo-European pre-
history were being expounded early in the nineteenth century.

Given the geographic expanse covered by the Indo-European languages from Iceland and
India, logic suggested that the Indo-European homeland was somewhere near the center of Eurasia,
whence the speakers of various dialects of Indo-European radiated and settled. In the early
nineteenth century, Johannes Schmidt and others placed the Indo-European homeland in Asia
Minor, in proximity to the ancient Mesopotamian civilizations.3! Later, however, many linguists
adopted the premise that the Indo-European homeland was in Eastern Europe or Southern
Russia.4 More recently, many linguists have returned to the Asia Minor hypothesis, based on
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archeological and genetic evidence regarding the spread of agriculture from the Asia Minor to
Europe. Archeologists and genetic paleontologists, such as Cavalli-Sforza, have discovered patterns
of human expansion and settlement that suggest both views may be correct for successive stages of
Indo-European migration and together give the full picture of Indo-European dispersion.3!
According to this body of genetic and archeological research, the Near East was the first staging
ground for agricultural expansion throughout Eurasia, whereas Southern Russia was a later staging
area for expansion associated with the emergence of horse and chariot culture.28 In 2003, in the
journal Nature, Russell D. Gray and Quentin D. Atkinson, using lexicostatics and genetic tree
methodologies, place the Indo-European homeland in Anatolia and the dispersion of the Indo-
European speakers with the spread of agriculture around 8,000 to 9,500 BC, considerably earlier
than most prior theories.i1z

Although the Armenians are often peripheral to linguistic theories and historical narratives,
the basic story of the origin of the Armenian people is straightforward. It is the story of a people
whose ancestors were indigenous to the Highlands, who created a distinct Indo-European language,
who called themselves Hay and were called Armenians or people of Ararat (Urartu, Aratta) by
others.

2. Iranian and Armenian. Armenian has many Iranian borrowings. These borrowings are from
nearly all spheres, especially government and religion, as might be expected given the close
proximity of these peoples and the long periods of Iranian rule in Armenia during the millennium
from 600 BC to 600 AD, and then again in the late 17th through 18™ centuries. Nearly all words

In additional, nearly all words with hp come from Iranian hptaunwl, hpwdwu,

hpwuwnwpwy, w2huwph, all tying back to Iranian fr. As a prefix, these relate to PIE *per- 'forth'. In
this regard, hraman is interesting, since it is an Arabic word (firman) that found its way into
Armenian via Iranian, but exhibits the same correspondence.

Some connections between Iranian and Armenian are harder to discern. For example, *kte

4, Armenian Word Pairs Exhibiting Vowel or Consonant Alternations

Armenian roots often come in pairs that have the same vowels or same consonants and related
meanings. This is a common feature of Indo-European (ablaut) for example, foot-feet, podiatrist-
pedal. Some of these pairs are the result of developments and regular alternations in Armenia, but
many are the result of parallel developments of a common Indo-European root, e.g., one native
Armenian, the other borrowed from Iranian, or sometimes even reflect an alternation in the foreign
language:

Reduplication with a slightly negative nuance is also productive in English and Armenian. For
example, the Yiddish schm- , e.g., work-schmerk, which has a rough equivalent in Armeniangnpé-
Unnd 'work, stuff to do' (the consonant onset is replaced in English with schm- and in Armenian
with U-). While this is usually sublexical, it sometimes results in new words.
